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Notes and Definitions

The statistics contained in this report are based on
information obtained through a sample survey of
households. The 1997 Survey of Consumer Finances
(SCF) was a supplement to the April Labour Force
Survey (LFS) using two thirds of the regular sample
(approximately 35,000 households). The sample repre-
sents all families and individuals in Canada with the
exception of the following: residents of the Yukon and
Northwest Territories, members of households located
on Indian reserves, full-time members of the Armed
Forces and inmates of institutions. Since the estimates
in this report are based on a sample household survey,
they are subject to sam-pling variability. They are also
subject to errors by respondents, interviewers and
during processing, as well as errors due to
non-response.

A detailed description of the SCF and methods used in
data collection, processing and estimation can be
found in Income Distributions by Size in Canada, 1996,
Catalogue 13-207-XPB.

Family. A census family, sometimes also referred to
as an "immediate family" or "nuclear family", consists
of either a husband and wife (with or without children
who have never married) or a parent with one or more
children who have never married, living together in the
same dwelling. Never married children, regardless of
their age, living with their parent(s) are considered a
part of the family, i.e. a census family includes adult
children as long as they are not married, separated,
divorced or widowed. For purposes of the SCF,
adopted children, step-children and guardianship
children under 21 years of age are counted as own
children.

Persons not in families. A person not in family is an
individual who is living alone or living with unrelated
individuals (as a lodger, employee or roommate or
living with relatives but not in a husband-wife or
parent-unmarried child (including guardianship child)
relationship.

Les statistiques de la publication sont tirées des
données recueillies au cours d'une enquéte menée
aupres d'un échantillon de ménages. L'Enquéte de
1997 sur les finances des consommateurs (EFC)
constituait un supplément a I'Enquéte d'avril sur la
population active (EPA) utilisant deux tiers de
I'echantillon régulier (soit d'environ 35,000 ménages).
L'échantillon représente I'ensemble des familles et des
particuliers au Canada sauf: les résidents du Yukon et
des Territoires du Nord-Ouest, les membres des
ménages vivant dans les réserves indiennes, les
membres a temps plein des Forces armées et les
pensionnaires d'institutions. Etant donné que les
estimations ici sont basées sur une
enquéte-échantillon de ménages, elles sont sujettes a
une variabilité d'échantillonnage.

Famille. Une famille de recensement, quelquefois
appelée "famille immédiate" ou "famille nucléaire”, se
compose d'un époux et d'une épouse (avec ou sans
enfants célibataires) ou de I'un ou l'autre des parents
avec un ou plusieurs enfants célibataires, vivant dans
le méme logement. Les enfants célibataires jamais
mariés, quel que soit leur age, font partie de la famille
s'ils vivent avec leurs parents, c.-a-d. qu'une famille de
recensement comprend les enfants adultes tant qu'ils
ne sont pas mariés, séparés, divorcés ou veufs. Aux
fins de I'EFC, les enfants adoptés, les enfants d'un
autre lit et les enfants en tutelle, de moins de 21 ans,
ont le méme statut que les enfants issus du mariage.

Personnes hors famille.  Une personne hors famille
est une personne vivant seule ou avec des personnes
non apparentées (par exemple, comme chambreur,
employé ou compagnon(nes) d'appartement ou avec
des personnes apparentées auxquelles elle n'est pas
liée par des liens conjugaux ou des liens de
parent/enfant (ou de tutelle) pourvu que I'enfant ne soit
pas marié.
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Individuals with income or income recipients. An
individual with income or an income recipient is any
person 15 years or over who received some money
income in 1996.

Earners. An earner is a person who received wages
and salaries and/or net income from self-employment
in 1996.

Head of family. For the purposes of this report, the
head of a family is determined as follows:

(i) in families consisting of married couples with or
without children, the husband is considered the
head;

(i) in lone-parent families with unmarried children,
the parent is the head.

Size of area of residence.  The size of area of
residence classification is based on 1996 Census
geographic boundaries and 1991 Census population
counts in urban and rural areas as designated by the
Labour Force Survey. Five size of area of residence
groups are identified: four classes for urban areas
(population 500,000 and over; 100,000 to 499,999;
30,000 to 99,999; and under 30,000) and one group for
rural areas.

Education. The classification "education” is presented
in six categories:

(i) O to 8 years (the highest grade of elementary
school completed);
(i) some secondary education;
(iii)

graduated from high school;

some post-secondary (attended a post-second-
ary institution, university or non-university, or
trades program through apprenticeship, voca-
tional schools or private trade schools. Did not
receive degree, certificate or diploma);

(v) post-secondary certificate or diploma (includes

revenu. Un particulier ayant un revenu ou un bénéfi-
ciaire d'un revenu est une personne de 15 ans ou plus
qui, en 1996, a regu un revenu monétaire quelconque.

Personnes gagnant un revenu. La personne
gagnant un revenu est celle qui a recu en 1996, un
salaire et traitement et (ou) un revenu net provenant
d'un emploi autonome.

Chef de famille. Aux fins de ce bulletin, le chef de
famille est défini comme suit:

i) dans les familles se composant d'un couple marié
avec ou sans enfants, le chef de famille est
I'époux;

ii) dans les familles monoparentales avec des
enfants célibataires, le chef de famille est le péere
ou la mere.

Taille de la région de résidence. La classification
selon la "taille de la région de résidence" est basée sur
les frontieres géographiques du recensement de 1996
et sur la population du recensement de 1991 dans les
régions urbaines et rurales, désignées par I'Enquéte
sur la population active. Cing groupes de taille de
région de résidence comprennent quatre catégories
pour les régions urbaines (500,000 habitants et plus,
100,000 a 499,999 habitants, 30,000 a 99,999
habitants, et moins de 30,000 habitants) et une
catégorie pour les régions rurales.

Instruction. La variable "instruction" se divise en six
catégories:

Income and Its Components

Total income consists of all money income receipts
from the following sources: wages and salaries (before
deductions for taxes, pensions, etc.), net income from
self-employment (including net income from farming,
independent professional practice and roomers and
boarders), investment income (i.e. interest, dividends,
rental income etc.), government transfer payments
(such as Old Age Security, refundable provincial tax
credits, Child Tax Benefit, goods and services tax
credit), pensions (such as retirement pensions,
superannuation and annuities), and miscellaneous
income (e.g. scholarships, alimony, etc.).*

Receipts not counted as income.  Gambling gains
and losses, money inherited during the year in a lump
sum, capital gains or losses, receipts from the sale of
property or personal belongings, income tax refunds,
loans received, loans repaid to an individual as the
lender, lump sum settlements of insurance policies,
and rebates of property taxes and other taxes are
excluded as well as all income in kind such as free
meals, living accommaodation, or food and fuel prouced
on own farm.

Family income is defined to consist of incomes
received by all individuals 15 years of age and over
who at the time of the survey formed one census
family. Income data were collected from each member
and considered to be part of the family's income even
if certain family members belonged to another family
unit for the whole or part of the preceding calendar
year. Also, no recall or adjustment was made to
account for income of persons who were members of
the family for part of the year and who left because of
marriage, death or other reasons.

Revenu et composantes du revenu

Revenu total comprend toutes les recettes en
espéces provenant des sources suivantes: salaires et
traitements (avant déductions des impbts, des
pensions, etc.), revenu net provenant d'un emploi auto-
nome (y compris le revenu net agricole ou provenant
de l'exercice d'une profession et le revenu net pro-
venant de I'hébergement de chambreurs et de pen-
sionnaires), revenus de placement (tels que revenu

Gains non comptés comme revenu.  Sont exclus du
revenu: les gains et pertes au jeu, les sommes
globales héritées au cours de l'année, les gains ou
pertes de capital, le produit de la vente de propriétés
ou de biens personnels, les remboursements d'imp6t
sur le revenu, les préts regus, les préts remboursés a
un particulier agissant comme préteur, les réglements

Revenu de la famille se compose de tous les revenus
recus par tous les particuliers dgés de 15 ans et plus
qui, au moment de lI'enquéte, constituaient une famille
de recensement.

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Comparison of census and
economic families

The main series of reports based on the Survey of
Consumer Finances employ a broader family definition
than that of “census family”. The family is defined in
terms of the “economic family” concept.

The definition of economic family includes all relatives
living in the same dwelling and also classifies persons
living by themselves or in a household where they are
not related to other household members as unattached
individuals.

The series on income distribution of census families
and persons not in families was started in recognition
of the fact that, for different purposes, groupings of
individuals into units other than the economic family
might be more appropriate.

Grouping the population according to census family
rather than economic family definition does not result
in major family composition changes within
households, since most households contain only an
immediate family which by either definition is one unit.?

In those situations where a composition change does
occur, an economic family can be divided into:

(i) two or more census families;

(i) one or more census families with one or more
persons not in families present; and

(iif) a group of persons not in families.

For example, parents living with their married son and
his wife would be considered as part of the economic
family, whereas in census terms, both couples are
counted as separate families; one economic family of

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Comparaison des familles de recensement

et des familles économiques

La principale série des publications sur le revenu,
fondées sur [I'Enquéte sur les finances des
consommateurs, utilisent une définition de la famille
plus large que celle de “la famille de recensement”. La
définition de la famille utilisée est celle de “la famille
économique”.

La définition de la famille économique comprend
toutes les personnes apparentées habitant le méme
logement; elle classe aussi comme personnes seules
les personnes habitant seules ou dans un ménage ou
elles ne sont pas apparentées aux autres membres du
ménage.

La série sur la répartition du revenu des familles de
recensement et des personnes hors famille a
commencé parce qu'on avait reconnu le fait, qu'a
diverses fins, le groupement des personnes en unités
autres que la famille économique pourrait s'avérer plus
approprié.

Le classement de la population selon les familles de
recensement plutbt que selon les familles
économiques ne fait pas de changements majeur a la
composition des familles au sein des ménages, car la
plupart des ménages se composent d'une seule famille
qui,selon les deux définitions, représente une unité?

Dans le cas ou la composition de la famille change, on
peut diviser une famille économique en:

i) deux ou plusieurs familles de recensement;

i) Une ou plusieurs familles de recensement avec
une ou plusieurs personnes hors famille qui sont
présentes; et

iii) un groupe de personnes hors famille.

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size four becomes two census families of two persons
each. In other cases, related individuals, like elderly
widowed parents, are absorbed into the economic
family, whereas according to the census definition,
they are persons not in families. Finally, two or more
related individuals such as brothers and sisters form
one economic family, whereas in census terms, these
individuals are persons not in families.

The grouping of individuals into families under the two
different definitions does not make a great deal of
difference to the number of families; nationally, the
number of economic families is only slightly higher
than the number of census families. Average income
of all census families at $55,269 is somewhat lower
than that of all economic families ($56,629) as can be
seen in Text Table IV. This is due to the splitting off of
related families and persons not in families who in the
economic family series were part of the family. The
resulting census families are smaller and have less
income, having lost members with income.

The definitional differences between census and
economic families have the greatest impact in chang-
ing the size of the population not in families. From Text
Table IV, it can be seen that there were approximately
838,000 individuals in 1996 who were classified as
persons not in families based on the census family
definition although they had been part of an economic
family, i.e. they were living in households where they
were related to at least one other household member.
The income of these persons not in families has in
past studies always been found to be considerably
lower than that of unattached individuals. Consequently
in 1996, average income of all persons not in families
at $23,595 is also lower than that of all unattached
individuals ($24,433).

Le revenu moyen
de toutes les familles de recensement, soit 55 269 $
est quelque peu inférieur a celui de I'ensemble des
familles économiques (56 629 $), comme le montre le
tableau explicatif IV. Cela est d0 au fait que des
familles apparentées et des personnes hors famille qui
faisaient partie de la famille économique ont été
écartées. Les familles de recensement qui en résultent
sont plus petites et ont moins de revenu, car elles ont
perdu des membres recevant un revenu.

La différence de définition entre la famille de
recensement et la famille économique contribue
surtout & modifier la taille de la population hors famille.
Selon le tableau explicatif IV environ 838 000
personnes étaient classées comme personnes hors
famille en 1996, d'apres la définition de la famille de
recensement, méme si elles faisaient partie d'une
famille économique, c'est-a-dire méme si elles habi-
taient dans des ménages ou elles étaient apparentées
a au moins un autre membre du ménage. Il est ressorti
d'études antérieures que le revenu des personnes hors
famille a toujours été de beaucoup inférieur a celui des
personnes seules. Par conséquent, le revenu moyen
des personnes hors famille en 1996 (23 595 $) est
également inférieur a celui des personnes seules
(24 433 3).
